@ Before you use the appliance, please read these
operating instructions carefully!

@ With this small electric water heater, you can heat up
and store water up to 75°C to meet your requirements.

@® Upon request, the temperature can be set to
approximate 60°C by the technician.

@ You can also obtain cold water from the mixer tap at
any time.

@ This water heater must be installed (both aquatic
and electrical installation), commissioned and service
by a registered electrical contrator and a licensed
plumber, in accordance with the local wiring rules and
these instructions.

@ This installation must be completed with attached
accessories by following the instrutions.

(2) Basic Installation Requirements

@

2a. Electrical Connection

@ Must install power switch outside bathroom with
appropriate minature circuit breaker (M.C.B.) and
effective grounding.

@ Release the set screws at bottom and remove the
bottom panel.

@ Push the power wire through the wire bushing at the
bottom of back cover (refer to Diagram).

@ Use the wire clamp to fix the wire in position (refer to
Diagram).

@ Connect the wiring to earth and on power terminals
as shown in diagram.

@Refix the bottom panel in position.

@Connecttoa 220V AC power supply only.

@® The appliance must be connected to the power
supply by a disconnecting device, such as 20A double-
pole switch.

@ Do not connect the appliance to the power socket
until itis mounted on the wall and filled with water.
@Use the fixed wire that the cross area mark the signal
of bigger than or equal 2.5 mm?.

2b. Wall mounting and supply of water

@ Attach the appliance using four sets of standard
rawi plugs (6mm in diameter) and wood screws (5mm
in diameter).

@Make sure you mount the appliance vertically and the
wall is flat. (Figure 1).

@ When exchanging an appliance, check whether you
can re-use existing boreholes.

@ Connect the mixer tap to the connecting pipes (Picture 2).
@Mount the water heater on the wall, screw the
connecting pipes to the heater and the mixer tap.
(Figure 3).

Water Temerature Settings

Switch the heater on using the temperature selector
knob. During heating, indicator lamp ligihts up and water
drips out of the spout.

@ The water will be heat up to 35C.

@® An "Economy" setting. The water will be heat up to
60C.

@@®@® This setting is for very hot water. It will be heat
up to 75C.

Saving Energy

At "@@" the water heater is at the most economical
in the setting (approximate 60°C). At higher water
temperatures, the heater chalk up more quickly and
thus more heat islost.



@ (5) Safety Precautions

®When the water flows out of the hot water tap much
more slowly with tap fully open, this is an indication that
the appliance requires dechalking. Call a specialist
immediately otherwise the water heater could be
subjected to high pressures (If necessary, unscrew
and dechalk the shower adaptor or spout).

@The water outlet of a shower type electric water
heater must remain unblocked.

@®Under normal operation, small amount of
steam/water may come out from the shower head.

@To prevent excessive high pressure from building up
inside the tank and hence an explosion, do not install
an on/off control valve at the water outlet or connect
the outlet to a tub or a basin.

@Wipe the appliance and mixer tap with a damp cloth.
Do not use aggressive or abrasive detergents.

@ he water heater may only be repaired by qualified
technicians. If the repairing job is carried out
improperly, users may be placed at seriors risk.

@ In the event of a fault, disconnected the appliance
from the mains (i.e. disconnect the fuse in the house
wiring or switch off the double-pole switch).

(6) Trouble Shooting

For engineers

@ This appliance is an open tank to feed a single tap
and its water tank must not be pressurized. It must be
installed with suitable overflow fittings and in a frost-
free room.

@The pressure inside the tank is relieved via the water
Outlet, flexible hose and shower head to prevent
Excessive high pressure from building up. It must only
be fitted with an unblocked open outlet type water mixer
and shower accessories (including flexible hose and
shower head).

@ After installing the appliance, please hand these
operating instructions to the user and explain how the
electric water heater operates.

@Explain to the customer that the appliance needs to
be dechalked regularly.

WARNING: This outlet acts as a vert and must not
be connected to any tap or fitting other than those
recommended by the manufacturer.

You may get hurt If you directly flush your body
with outlet water without mixing cold water in.
Please try outlet water temperature before use.

Be reminded to switch power off when problems occur. Call for service immediately.
